Philosophy for Children (P4C) uses the Community of Enquiry approach to learning, which is concerned with a group of children engaging together in a self-critical (reflective) practice of asking questions, testing ideas and arriving at conclusions so that the whole group may gain a more comprehensive, deeper and longer-lasting understanding of the subject.
Lessons tend to begin with the children asking relevant questions that are then unpicked and researched. The teacher, meanwhile, mediates the learning rather than instructs - in a sense, 'drawing out' the understanding from the children rather than 'putting in' information. Challenge and rigour are key components of the approach.  We promise you a refreshing and thought-provoking day!
